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I am the recipient a three-year NESTA Fellowship to investigate, study and understand my own working practice in a way that will simultaneously identify and address my professional needs, developing knowledge through creative practice. 

My proposal was to investigate the process and purpose of particular aspects of my professional practice. In researching and reflecting, I began with sound recording. I have long been passionate about ‘the wireless’, which has fed my interest in digital media. I find it an ideal medium for recording my work. It is unobtrusive and non-threatening, crucially, it is a medium congruent with narrative – an important element of my practice. Sound recording seems a perfect way to interlock narrative and metaphor. 

The areas of my professional practice that I am investigating:

· Community

· My place as an artist in various communities. What is the nature of the relationships formed on projects? 

· Ethics and Excellence 

· The ethical and moral issues of my work with reference to other appropriate professions – e.g. ethnographers and social educators.

· How do I define excellence in my work and how is it passed on to others?

· Empathy 

· The empathic qualities fundamental to my work.

· Ritual

· Rites of passage, transition and transformation in my work.
